during CY 2022 and recommendations related to funding of crisis response services from the 988
Account created by the line tax.

J [UpDATE] JANUARY 1, 2024: a third progress report, including a summary of activities completed by the
CRIS during CY 2023, including recommendations related to designated 988 contact hubs.

J [UppATE] JANUARY 1, 2025: a Final Report with recommendations addressing system elements outlined
by the legislation.
