Automated Data Acquisition
and Management

Improves data collection, checking
data quality as it’s being submitted to
ensure it’s more complete; provides
more accurate demographics and
data to state agencies.

Interoperability Layer
Serves as the glue that binds the
systems together, seamlessly
exchanging data so that systems
function as a single entity.

Sends mobile response teams to
people in crisis, particularly those in
historically underserved populations, and
identifies where they can receive
relevant care in their region.

Management (ECM)
Facilitates the exchange of a person's
health data between authorized providers
by capturing and storing consent to
