PHASE II GOALS:

1. Registration Process Improvements: faster and easier for the consumer to register and reducing the number of user id’s and passwords needed to initially register for the HRB and on-going access. (Mandatory)

2. Functionality Improvements: (Select from both “section a” – and “section b”.)

a. Access to more data types (e.g. additional interfaces to data silos). Applicants should give priority to data types that support Meaningful Use: (Must Specify Two or More that have not been selected in prior pilot phases.)

b. Development of consumer interface applications (e.g. improved interaction with third party data provisioning tools like glucose meters, interaction with third party consumer health management tools like WebMD, etc.). (Identify at Least One)

3. Provider Improvements: (Examples, not an exhaustive list) (Identify Two or More)
a. Reports (e.g. condensed summary of meds, allergies, etc., that could be printed out by the patient and given to the provider.)
b. Electronic interfaces sending HRB data to provider’s EMR (e.g. results of blood pressure and/or glucose levels taken at home that are either manually entered into the HRB by the consumer or automatically entered by a medical device.)
c. Electronic interfaces sending data from the provider’s EMR data to HRB.
d. Improved access mechanisms for emergency care providers and EMTs.
e. Other methods to promote HRB value to providers.

4. With other HRB pilot sites identify and begin development of shared infrastructure items and share lessons learned. (Required)

5. Develop and implement additional mechanisms to bring HRB services to new consumers. (Optional)

6. Although grantees may recommend work outside these areas, adherence to one or more of these categories is strongly encouraged.
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
