Effective for dates of service on or after July 1, 2014, Washington Apple Health (Medicaid), administered by 
the Health Care Authority (agency), will process outpatient hospital claims using the Enhanced Ambulatory 
Payment Group (EAPG) payment method and will discontinue using the Ambulatory Payment Classification (APC) 
payment method.  EAPGs are a product of 3M Information Systems.  EAPGs provide a more accurate measure of 
resource intensity and consumption in outpatient settings.
