Thank you for choosing the School Employees Benefits Board (SEBB) Program’s Uniform Medical Plan 

High Deductible health plan (UMP High Deductible), administered by Regence BlueShield (Regence), for 

your health care coverage in 2020.  

 

How to get the most from UMP High Deductible 

• Use preferred providers for the best value. You may see preferred, participating, or out-of-network 

providers. The amount you pay for services depends on the network status of the provider. Seeing 

preferred providers will save you money. Sign in to regence.com/ump/sebb and select “find a doctor” 

to find preferred providers. 

• Use your Health Savings Account (HSA) to save pre-tax dollars toward medical expenses. You will 

soon receive a welcome packet from HealthEquity®, the qualified trustee that administers your HSA.    

• If you register at regence.com and agree to Regence sharing claims information with HealthEquity, 

your HSA account balance will always show on your dashboard. If you want, Regence will send your 

claims automatically to HealthEquity for payment from your HSA.  

• Remember, the plan pays 100 percent for covered preventive care services when you see a preferred 

provider. Covered preventive care includes annual physicals, covered immunizations, and more. Read 

your certificate of coverage for details. 

 

UMP Member ID Cards 

You will receive your UMP member ID card(s) within two weeks. You use the same card for medical and 

prescription drug services. Always show your UMP member ID card when you see a provider or fill a 

prescription. Providers and pharmacists use the information on the card to make sure they bill for the 

service correctly. 

 

Certificate of Coverage (COC) 

The COC describes how your plan covers services. To view your COC, visit regence.com/ump/sebb and 

select Find Forms or call UMP Customer Service at 1- 800-628-3481 (TRS: 711) to request a copy. 

 

Let us know right away if you have other medical coverage 

Regence coordinates benefits for members who are covered by more than one medical plan. To make sure 

your claims are paid correctly, provide us with your other coverage information by calling UMP Customer 

Service. Or visit regence.com/ump/sebb and select Find Forms to print, fill out and mail us the Medical 

Multiple Coverage Inquiry Form.
