participant continues to need services. We observe at least one reauthorization for 63% of current SH enrollees.
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While the FCS program does not provide Mental Health (MH) or Substance Use 

Disorder (SUD) services, Supportive Housing FCS Enrollees have a higher use of 

MH and SUD services than the general Medicaid population.

first two years of the program (in part due to the lag in available SH providers).

Note: This report describes the enrolled population for a given month and is not intended to be used for evaluation purposes.

Eligibility for Supportive Housing. Medicaid clients age 18 years or older who: 1) have a mental health or substance use 

treatment need, 2) are receiving long-term services, or 3) have a complex physical health need and/or physical impairment AND meet 

one of the following criteria at the time of referral:

Chronically homeless, as defined by the U.S. Housing and Urban Development.

Had more than one contact with, or a stay longer than 90 days in, a correctional facility, inpatient treatment setting, hospital, 

skilled nursing facility, or other institutional setting in the past 12 months.

Have a history of frequent or lengthy adult residential care facility stays.

Had three or more different in-home caregiver providers in the last 12 months.

Have a PRISM Risk Score of 1.5 or above.
